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When he was out of prison he began selling Miranda cards that contained his signed
autograph. He was arrested on minor driving offenses a few times and on gun
possession, which was a violation of his parole. He returned to prison for another year
and was again released in January 1976.

Ironic End for Miranda

On January 31, 1976, and just weeks after his release from prison, Ernesto Miranda, age
34, was stabbed and killed in a bar fight in Phoenix. A suspect was arrested in Miranda's
stabbing, but exercised his right to remain silent.

He was released without being charged.
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
